The Parthenon
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The most beautiful building in all of Greece. It was commissioned by Pericles and built by Phidias. It stands at the top of the Acropolis and is dedicated to the Goddess Athena the protector of our city. Athena is also the Goddesses whom the city is named after (Enchantedlearning.com).

Omphalos Stone



Located at the base of Mount Parnansous. This stone is the stone swallowed by Cronos, thinking it was Zeus. Cronos later spat it out when Zeus attacked him. Zeus placed this stone on earth in order to marvel the mortals and prove the Gods existence. Omphalos Stone is currently located next to the Temple of Appollo in Delphi (Myhogora).

Marathon

After the conflict General Miltiades realized the Persians where retreating to Athens, he then ordered Pheidippides to run 26 miles to warn the Athenians (Pericles).
